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Number of EFA Factors to Retain
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Besides model fit information, we have also explored other alternatives to select the number of factors (m) to retain. A commonly used option is the scree test (Cattell 1966), which suggests looking at a plot of the sample Eigenvalues and select the number of factors before an "elbow" after which the curve flattens out. In Figure 7A.1, this mark seems to be around eight factors, noted with the vertical dotted line. That is where the solid line of observed Eigenvalues becomes more or less flat, after a steep curve from one to five. An alternative that has been proposed is Parallel Analysis (Horn 1965), in which the Eigenvalues of random simulated datasets with the same dimensions as the original (same number of observations and variables), are drawn from a population with no factors. The idea behind this test is that these Eigenvalues are what would be expected by chance. Therefore, the researcher should retain as many factors as there are original Eigenvalues above the simulated ones. As the dashed line in Figure 7A.1 shows, the results of PA for our data[footnoteRef:1] would suggest retaining around 15 factors. Another Eigenvalue-based rule of thumb is retaining as many factors as there are Eigenvalues above 1. Yet it is well known that a high number of items inflates Eigenvalues. Indeed, under this rule we would have to go for a solution with 32 factors. Of alternative options with fit indices, we have also looked at incremental ones, in which we compare two models and decide which one fits better (Kline 2016): the Akaike Information Criteria (Akaike 1973) and the Bayesian Information Criteria (Schwarz 1978). Lower numbers indicate better fit.
